GUIDELINES
1.
ONE scholarship of $1000 ($500 per semester) will be given to the selectee.

2.
Applicants must be a graduate of Alva High School and demonstrate the desire to study for the health-related degree.
3.
Applicants must have a 3.0 cumulative grade point average based on a 4.0 scale.

4.
Selectee must attend NWOSU as a full-time student.
5.
Scholarship applications are due in the counselor's office by March 22 each year.  It must contain the signature of the applicant and the signature of one parent or guardian. 

6.
Presentation of the scholarship award shall be made during the end-of-school awards assembly and appropriate publicity shall be released at that time.

7.
Scholarship applicants shall not know who the selectee is prior to the formal presentation.

8.
Selectee will be chosen based on: 

a) Financial need
b) Aptitude
c) Scholastic Achievement
d) Personal interview by the committee
The Wisdom Scholarship will be paid from the Northwestern Oklahoma State University Foundation.
